When the coronavirus pandemic shut down Glynwood’s oΩices along with much of the world in mid-March,  
we were actually putting the finishing touches on our 2019 Annual Impact Report. As always, I was eager to  
share with you the work that your support has made possible. We covered a lot of ground in 2019, and 2020 
was shaping up to be busier than ever before.   

The publication you now hold in your hands is not that report. The world has changed. Life in the Hudson 
Valley has changed. And the regional food system you believe in is facing unprecedented challenges.  
What has become clear is that the vulnerabilities of the industrial food system are no longer hypothetical. 
They are real. They are aΩecting farmers, food system changemakers and every one of us. In New York, 
there are an estimated 3- to 4-million food insecure people as a result of this pandemic. New and beginning 
farmers who relied on wholesale and restaurant supply chains buoyed by the Hudson Valley’s $4.75B tourism 
industry have had to throw their business plans in the bin and start from scratch. To whom can these people 
turn to help them reimagine their enterprises or ensure they can put food on the table that is fresh, 
healthy and rooted in their community? Thanks to your support, they can turn to us.  

Though much was uncertain over the last few months, one thing I knew was that Glynwood has a track 
record of building and maintaining long-standing, diversified and authentic networks that could help.  
Looking back, it seems that our strategies of training farmers for a resilient future; empowering changemakers  
to transform the food system; and creating coalitions that will lead the way to a more equitable, vibrant and 
regenerative food future were preparing us to rise to this challenge. It is through weaving these initiatives  
together that we arrive at this particular moment, ready to imagine the future of food and farming in 
the Hudson Valley. A future in which there is local food on every table, and shared health and wealth in 
the hands of each and every one of us. 

Our values determine our path; at no point is that more apparent than in times of crisis. Through your support, 
you’ve demonstrated that you believe in our values of environmental resilience, economic prosperity, social 
equity, cultural vibrancy and improving human health. With these values as our guide, I invite you to join me 
on our path forward.

Because of this program we can continue to make an impact in ways 
beyond just this one specific project…. Food security shouldn’t be a question, 
and it’s abhorrent that there are people right next door who are facing 
these questions.”

Nicole and the rest of the farm team at Glynwood are donating 25% of all food produced on Glynwood’s 
farm to hunger relief eΩorts in our part of the Hudson Valley this year.

Along with her partner Anthony Post, Leslie is selling five subsidized CSA shares to low-income families 
through our CSA is a SNAP project. Second Wind was additionally contracted to grow enough food to feed 
approximately 50 families in Newburgh through a new partnership with Our Core (a Newburgh-based 
nonprofit), a relationship Glynwood helped steward.

Christine has distributed food contracted from three small-scale farms to six emergency feeding eΩorts  
in Newburgh and the Mid-Hudson region through the Local Food for Every Table project.

It is clearer than ever before: we need a  
more resilient food system rooted in regional farms.
The COVID-19 pandemic has accelerated the awareness and urgency of issues facing our food system, but disparities and 
vulnerabilities in both food access and farm viability have long existed. With tight budgets and limited labor, local farms are 
often unable to commit to regularly donating food. Many food pantries have limited infrastructure and rely upon volunteer  
labor, resulting in low capacity to pick up, store and distribute perishable produce. Finally, the linkages between food hubs, 
emergency feeding programs, and farms exist but could be made much stronger. 

We need a systemic shift: one in which intermittent donations of excess produce become a season-long commitment for which 
farmers are compensated; people are paid to harvest, consolidate, prepare and distribute food to families in need; and our 
region looks beyond providing short-term hunger relief towards achieving long term food sovereignty and food justice.
 
To help get us there, we launched a new initiative: Local Food for Every Table. Inspired by work begun by Maggie Cheney of  
Rock Steady Farm and Flowers (a recent graduate of our Farm Business Incubator program), Glynwood has committed to  
building a regional food system in which every Hudson Valley resident, regardless of ZIP code or income, can access farm-fresh, 
nutrient-dense food.

Glynwood’s farm has donated over 6,000 pounds  
of organic vegetables and Animal Welfare Approved 
meat so far this year. That’s 25% of what the farm 
produces annually.

Glynwood’s $2.8M of program expenses include the running of its 228-acre farm and the upkeep of the historic properties that  

house many of its educational programs. For the year ending March 31, 2020, generous support from Glynwood’s donors, increased 

food sales (through the Community Supported Agriculture program and the Farm Store) and record Site Rental revenue allowed  

us to increase our investment in programing. While revenue from our investment assets was adversely aΩected at fiscal year end due 

to the impact of COVID-19, all staΩ were retained at the onset of the pandemic and Glynwood’s programs were pivoted to embrace 

the new challenges that rapidly unfolded.
